Zealand – with only 3000 birds left, whio are rarer than kiwi. It is one 
of only four ducks in the world living on fast-flowing rivers, and is an 
indicator of clean water and a healthy environment. 
Genesis and DOC are working together on the ΨWhio ForeverΩ         
programme, which aims to increase the numbers of whio on our    
rivers and prevent them becoming extinct. We need all New          
Zealanders to know and care about this river surfing duck. By learning 
about whio and taking part in these Conservation Week                 
competitions, you can help us achieve this.

Warm welcome for icy travellers—Christchurch skies will 
roar on Thursday as the Globemaster C17 buzzes the city 
to mark the season opening. It departs for its first flight 
south on Monday, but will stop off for some festivities 
first! 

As a gateway city to Antarctica, Christchurch embraces the 
southern continent, and is celebrating all things frozen in October. 

With support from the diplomatic sector, the festival focuses on the ΨhowΩ of the Antarctic: transport, 
survival, innovation and logistics.  

Robert Falcon ScottΩs statue has been restored after suffering damage in the earthquakes. When it is    
reinstated on Friday 6 October, Dr Dan Asquith, ScottΩs great grandson, and his children, will be there to 
witness the return of the memorial. 

The Antarctic Office has a swathe of ice-loving events organised for the month, celebrating the past,    
present and future role of ChristchurchΩs relationship with Antarctica.  

Events include; 
¶ Thursday 5 – The Ghost Ships of the Arctic: the Discoveries and Exploration of Sir John FranklinΩs 

missing ships (free talk). 
¶ Friday 6  – 2:30pm The reinstatement of the Memorial to Robert Falcon Scott and the Polar Party. 
¶ Saturday 7 – 10am-4pm Several thousand locals are expected to visit Antarctic Air Day where five 

Antarctic aircraft will line the tarmac. 
¶ Sunday 8 – 10am South to Antarctica Church Service at the Transitional Cathedral 
¶ Sunday 8 – 11:30am Wreath laying ceremony at ScottΩs Statue to pay tribute to Antarcticans who 

currently serve and those who have gone before. 
¶ Sunday 8 – LytteltonΩs Antarctic Connections (free walk).
